Ports Authorities were invited to take their responsibility in developing and implementing a range of actions that will 

reduce greenhouse gas emissions and improve air quality.  
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Conclusions World Ports Climate Conference 
 
Rotterdam July 11 2008 
 

1. World ports will join hands to improve air quality and combat global 
warming. All present agreed to take tangible action to reduce CO2 

emissions. 
2. The endorsed World Ports Climate Declaration will be used to guide 

the needed action. 
3. The ports realize that they need to make the change and will not 

wait for governmental and international regulation but will start in 
collaboration directly within their own competence. 

4. The ports, amongst other things, decided to: 
·  Develop economic incentives for climate friendly clean ocean 

going shipping for global application in collaboration with 
IMO, Ship Owners and Shipping Customers. 

·  Further develop and implement the application of onshore 
power supply. 

·  Pull each other’s knowledge to get more done and to avoid 
the duplication of actions. 

·  Exchange tools and information to quantify and audit the CO2 
footprints. 

·  Collaborate and put pressure on government and IMO to 
change and to take their responsibility in the regulation and 
the facilitation of the process. 

5. The CCI will support the actions, amongst others by providing tools 
for energy savings retrofitting existing port buildings and outdoor 
lighting.  

6. The agreed actions will be guided and coordinated by the IAPH and 
the regional organizations like ESPO and AAPH. 

7. The branch organizations, together with the lead ports, will 
therefore meet again in November 2008 in the port of Los Angeles 
to check on the actions and to concrete further action.
